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Active Voice: The Rules

In English, active sentences are used much more often than passive
sentences. In active sentencesthe subject performs the action (the verb)
to the object.

Thefamily boarded the plane.

The boy ate the broccoli.
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Passive Voice: The Rules

In passive sentences, the word order is reversed. The subject receives the
action and the object is performing it.

The plane was boarded by the family .
